Camp Fires at Collin County YMCA Adventure Camp
Camp fires can be held at the following sites:

· Amphitheater, overlooking Lindberg Lake

· North Pavilion, between the Dining Hall and Cabin Area

· South Pavilion, south of the Education Center

· Inside the Dining Hall

Camp fires can include the following activities:

· Action songs

· Sing along songs

· Chants

· Skits

· Stories

· Games

· Quiet songs

The camp staff can lead the entire program, or the program may be shared with teachers, parents of students. 

Wood is provided by the camp. 

Snacks (such as S’mores) are not included in the camp fee. We can supply them for a fee, or groups may provide them. (A suggestion: frosting is much less expensive than actual chocolate bars, and can be served quickly with a rubber spatula.) Please let us know if you would like a snack to be part of the camp fire program, so we can plan accordingly. 

We are obliged to cooperate with the Fire Department regarding burning regulations. Typically, the following statuses are in effect:

· No restrictions

· Partial restriction (small fires in controlled settings)

· Burn ban

The fire rings near the cabins are normally off limits, except with prior planning and coordination with the camp director.
